The DQP shall describe the Contractor’s provisions for review of and alignment with DOT/FAA data management initiatives, specifically: (a) review of the FAA Data Registry (FDR) for standardized and certified technical data elements IAW FAA-STD-060; (b) review of the FAA Meta Data Repository (MDR) for similar system implementations, and provide new or redesigned information system updates to the MDR Administrator.  If the contractors systems engineering program includes the use of commonly shared interface data, the contractor’s DQP must include development and delivery of a Technical Data Report (TDR). The contractor’s DQP must recognize FAA Policy/Order 1375.1c Data Management.  The contractor must use FDR and MDR standardized data and system implementation to the maximum extent possible.

a.Title page or identifier with signature blocks.  The document shall include a title page containing, as applicable:  document number; volume number; version/revision indicator; security markings or other restrictions on the handling of the document; date; document title; name, abbreviation, and any other identifier for the systems, subsystems, or items to which the document applies; contract number; CDRL item number; organization for which the document has been prepared; name and address of the preparing organization; distribution statement; and signature blocks for the developer representative authorized to release the document, the acquirer representative authorized to approve the document, and the dates of release/approval.

b. Table of contents.  The document shall contain a table of contents providing the number, title, and page number of each section.  

c.Page numbering/labeling.  Each page shall contain a unique page number and display the document number, including version, volume, and date, as applicable.  

d. Notes.  This section shall contain any general information that aids in understanding this document (e.g., background information, glossary, rationale).  This section shall include an alphabetical listing of all acronyms, abbreviations, and their meanings as used in this document and a list of any terms and definitions needed to understand this document.

e. Appendixes. Appendixes may be used to provide information published separately for convenience in document maintenance (e.g., charts, classified data).  As applicable, each appendix shall be refer​enced in the main body of the document where the data would normally have been provided.  Appendixes may be bound as separate documents for ease in handling.  Appendixes shall be lettered alphabeti​cally (A, B, etc.).
